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ARTICLE I


Name and Object

Section 1.  The name of this organization shall be the Chicago Section of The Electrochemical Society, Incorporated.

Section 2.  The purpose of the Chicago Section of The Electrochemical Society, Inc., shall be to promote electrochemistry and the allied interests of the Society in the Chicago area, and to enable scientific personnel in these fields to meet together for mutual benefit.  The objectives of this Section shall be identical with those of the parent Society.


ARTICLE II


Membership

Section 1. The Society Bylaws, Article XXII, Section 1, provides that: Geographic boundaries of the several Sections shall be set from time to time by the Board of Directors upon the advice of the Council of Sections.  Members of the Society residing or having their principal place of business within said boundaries shall be members of the appropriate Section, provided they comply with the regulations of the said Section.  Members of the Society may become affiliated with any Section upon application to the Secretary of that Section.  Only members of the Society are eligible for full membership privileges in the Section.

Section 2.  A person interested in the objectives of the Society, but not a member thereof, may become an Affiliate of the Section upon satisfying such requirements as may be set up by the Section Executive Committee in conformity with Society Bylaws.  Such Affiliate shall not be eligible to hold office in the Section, but can vote for Officers or on amendments to these Bylaws.


ARTICLE III


Officers

Section 1.  The Officers of the Section shall be a Chairman, Vice-Chairman, Secretary, Treasurer, Past Chairman, and the two Councilors provided for in Section 4 of this Article and they shall constitute the Executive Committee.  Where advisable, the officers of Secretary and Treasurer may be combined.

Section 2.  The Officers shall be elected at the May meeting of the Section.  The election shall take place according to the following procedure: The Chairman shall appoint a Nominating Committee of three who shall be empowered to receive nominations for each office from all members of the Section in good standing and shall report the names of the people nominated at the April meeting.  The election shall be held at the May meeting, the voting to be by ballot, submitted in person at the meeting or mailed to the Secretary of the Section and postmarked three days preceding.  The person receiving the highest number of votes for each office shall be declared elected.  Officers will take office immediately following their election, and will serve a one-year term, or until a successor is qualified, with the exception that Councilors are elected for two-year terms as described in Section 4 of this Article.

Section 3.  A vacancy in the Office of Chairman shall be filled by the Vice-Chairman.  All other vacancies shall be filled by the Executive Committee ad interim.

Section 4.  Each Section shall be represented by two Councilors on the Council of Sections of the Society.  Each Councilor shall normally be elected for a two-year term before July 1st and shall take office on or about July 1st immediately following his or her election.  It is advisable to stagger the terms of the two Councilors so as to insure continuity of liaison between the Section and the Council.  A Councilor may be reelected.

An exception shall be made if  Local Councilors are elected as Officers of the Council of Section or as the Section Council representatives to the Board of Directors of the Society; in either case, they will serve as Councilors until their term in these offices expires.

Section 5.  Duties of officers shall be those ordinarily pertaining to the offices which they hold, and as defined from time to time by the Executive Committee, The Executive Committee shall meet within three months after the annual election in order to plan the program and other affairs for the ensuing year.

ARTICLE IV

Meetings

Section 1.  There shall be regular meetings at approximately monthly intervals from September to June.

Section 2.  Notice of the time, place and purpose of all meetings shall be sent to all members at least seven (7) days in advance.

Section 3.  At any meeting of the Executive Committee or of the Section, a simple majority of those present shall be sufficient to pass or reject a motion.  However, at the discretion of the Chairman, the votes of the Executive Committee on any matter of policy may be taken by mail, in which case a favorable vote of the majority of the Executive Committee members must obtain.

Section 4.  A quorum shall consist of at least 10 percent of the total members of the Section.


ARTICLE V


Committees

Section 1.  The Chairman shall appoint such committees as are necessary to conduct properly the affairs of the Section.  In addition to the Nominating Committee outlined in Article III, Section 2, these may include the following: Arrangement Committee, Membership Committee, Publicity Committee, Program Committee, and others.

Section 2.  If the Section plans to hold a National Meeting of the Society in its area at any time in the future, preliminary committees should be established by present Officers as required.


ARTICLE VI


Financial

Section 1.  The fiscal year of the Section shall begin: July 1st.

Section 2.  The Executive Committee of the Section may at its discretion require the payment of local dues in a sum not to exceed 10 dollars per year.

Section 3.  The Treasurer should be familiar with the financial assistance offered to Sections by the Society as provided for in Article XVI of its Bylaws.

Section 4.  If the Chicago Section of the Society can no longer function advantageously as a unit of the Society, it may request the Board of Directors for permission to dissolve.  If such permission is granted all funds which have been accumulated by the Chicago Section, including money in banking and other accounts and investments of all types, shall be transferred to The Electrochemical Society, Inc.  If the Chicago Section has underwritten any continuing awards for which invested funds provide an adequate income, the Society shall undertake to continue such awards at the discretion of the Board of Directors.


ARTICLE VII


Amendments

Section 1.  These Bylaws may be amended at any two successive meetings.  A favorable vote by a two-thirds majority of members of the Section present shall be required for passage of any amendment.

Section 2.  Notice of any amendment to be proposed shall be given in writing to all members at least seven (7) days in advance of the initial meeting.

Section 3.  Any amendment to these Bylaws shall become effective only upon approval by the Council of Sections and/or the Board of Directors of the Society.


ARTICLE VIII

Any provisions in these Bylaws which conflict with any provision of the Constitution and Bylaws of The Electrochemical Society, Inc., or the Bylaws of the Council of Sections are superseded by the provisions of the Constitution and Bylaws of the Society and of the Bylaws of the Council of Sections of The Electrochemical Society, Inc., (which in turn must be approved by the Board of Directors of the Society).  In particular Article VII of the Constitution of The Electrochemical Society, Sections 4, 5 and 6 pertain to Sections, and more remotely Article VI, Section 1.  Furthermore, Article XXII of the Bylaws of The Electrochemical Society, Inc., pertains to Sections in its entirety.
